A good yarding with some super meat on show albeit very heavy overweight’s in the main. A few more 
Store sorts creeping into the averages today and buyers happy to give the world for meat but the 
wrong time of year for those short on finish. 

Steers;
All about the weight today topping out at 241p/kg for weighted Angus from R Ellis & Son  with Frank 
Osbourne showing to 240p/kg and then super heavy R Grades 236.5 and 234p/kg from Ellis. R Grades 
all up to the 230p/kg mark. Top gross today a super £1954 from R Ellis & Sons with the trailer load of 
four Angus averaging £1780!! 

Heifers;
A one horse race in terms of top producer today with Chris Clayton showing a super weighted U grade 
Heifer to 265p/kg. This Heifer possessed length finish and weight and was a clear winner over the 
second top price from the same a little shop heifer at U- from Messrs Clayton taking 256p/kg. Meat 
from Frank Osbourne found favour with Phil Reid Butchers at 246p/kg and weighted R Grades from 
Messrs Nichos 246p/kg. O Grades well towards the 230p/kgs. Top gross to C Clayton at £1707 ahead 
of G Hutsby & Sons at £1638 and £1600.

Cows;
A great yard of meat today seeing U grade aged Cows to 179.5p/kg from D J Hull & Partners with 
South Devons the same selling to 172p/kg and 171.5p/kg for Limousin. Heavy Simmentals R Grade 
full of meat from W R Eales & Son 170.5p/kg. R Grade Herefords to 166.5p/kg and Hull and Tacy both 
over 160p/kg. In the lump weight from W R Eales & Son paying at £1545 with Messrs Hulls £1414 and 
£1411. Stock Bulls to £1450 for N Redfern.

Just under 1500 Lambs today as the weather put pay to some loads. In truth a yarding that lacked 
finish and quality with quite a few clear up boys on patrol and Sqq of 253p/kg a stand on trade but 
in truth perhaps 5p/kg above last week when quality considered. Those with cover very easily sold 
and chased throughout with trade lifting as we went through the sale with National numbers low 
on the day. Top in the Exports today for PD & DM Hopcraft seeing 290p/kg at 41kg with P East 
39kg to 289p/kg and R Richins equal at 288p/kg. J & R Lowe proper meat to 280p/kg at 43kg. 
Heavies chased throughout seeing 49kg at 276p/kg for Jean Herod just pipping J & R Lowe at 50kg 
with 274p/kg and W G King up from Thame to take 46kg to 272p/kg. The lump adding up today 
to see Export lambs to £120 for 43kg from Jean Herod and 45kg £120 from D Herrick whilst DI 
Hopcraft saw £120 at 45kg also. Heavies the real order of the day and they just continued to get 
dearer throughout selling regularly well over £130 to top at £143 for 61kg from J A Baskerville 
& Son with £140 for 57kg from H S Underwood & Son and the keeper of the Cotswolds Roger 
Coombes travelling from Witney to see £140  at 63kg. Ted Taylor, Ben Underwood and James Mills 
all touching £139 and meat rewarded throughout. In truth id it had not been for a large number of 
very lean lambs today an Sqq of 260p/kg easily posted. Have we ever seen it so good. .
